7. Executive Director’s Report:

Membership. At this date, about 430 new or renewed memberships have been processed. 

Salary Survey. The board agreed that John Buldoc would discuss with the Magazine Committee whether to conduct a small, ad hoc survey of about 15 agencies, and then publish the results in the magazine. Variable such as experience, compensation and overtime would be considerations. No survey to be conducted by the Minnesota Chiefs of Police Association

BCA – BCA is planning to invite retired investigators to assist with cold cases. BCA may request Minnesota Chiefs of Police Association to assist in getting message out to investigators – volunteer.

Legislative Activity. Eric Hyland is monitoring progress, legislative initiatives are published, and alerts will be distributed to voting members as needed.

SACOP. Exec. Dir. Harlan Johnson, President Pete Jansky and SACOP Rep Chief Scott Knight will attend the SACOP convention in St. Louis in March. Copies of resolutions to be voted upon are available. One of the most important is the issue of reducing officer injury and death. In addition, Scott Knight mentioned one resource he has found useful:  a document of every state’s laws on carrying firearms. It is free from the Legal Community Against Violence, www.lcav.org.

Scott Knight for IACP – Chief Scott Knight of Chaska PD is planning to run for office with the International Chiefs of Police Association (IACP). He has decided to run in the 2008 election in San Diego for 4th Vice President or for Vice President election in 2007 at New Orleans, if the opportunity presents itself as a result of a resignation of a current VP. Upon his announcement, the board will decide on dedicating an earmarked amount toward his campaign. Chief Knight estimates needing about $35,000 for campaign funding, including travel, hospitality sponsorship and promotional materials. The board will vote upon this amount at next month’s meeting.
